
MBTA Youth Pass Updates

Eligibility:
 - Aged 12 to 18 who are out of school
 - Aged 19 to 25 who are enrolled in in one of the MBTA’s accepted GED, a job training 
   program, or an income-based state or federal bene�t program
 - Must live in Boston, Chelsea, Malden, or Somerville

Background:
The MBTA partnered with local city governments to provide a pass for low-income out of 
school youth aged 12 to 18. The pass o�ers a discounted LinkPass which lowers the cost from 
$84.50 to $30.  Those who qualify can also add fare to cards at a reduced rate. This o�ers no 
reduced price for the Commuter Rail. 

Obtaining the pass:
If a youth is eligible, he or she can apply through their local city hall. He or she must bring a 
photo ID along with the completed application. Youth must re-apply yearly.

Other MBTA Passes for youth:

The Student Pass is accessible for middle and high school students. Participating schools 
administer the pass which allows students to use the subway, bus, and commuter rails 1, 1A, 
and 2 at a discounted rate of $30 per month from September 1 to June 30. 

The Semester Pass Program o�ers college students a discounted rate dependent on their 
school. Before the semester, students can apply for this pass which coordinates with their 
semester timeline. 

The Transportation Access Pass (TAP) gives youth with disabilities the option to purchase 
a monthly pass for $30 or load their CharlieCard with reduced fares for the subway, bus, ferry, 
and commuter rail. Youth with disabilities should �ll out the TAP application and submit it at 
the CharlieCard Store in Downtown Crossing.
